1. Agenda Geral da Viagem:

Compor a delegacao brasileira do Comité Gestor da Internet no Brasil no IGF-Kyoto.
A participagdo do CGI nas reunides anuais do IGF tem sido marcada pela importante
insercdo do pais nos debates relacionados aos temas de governanca da internet e das
politicas digitais.

Particularmente em 2023, a participacdo do CGI teve especial destaque com a presenca
de muitos conselheiros e conselheiras em painéis, workshops e sessdes principais.

Foi 0 meu segundo IGF — j& tinha participado em Guadalajara e em Jodo Pessoa, como
representante do terceiro setor. Em Kyoto foi a minha primeira participacdo como
coordenadora do CGl e representante do governo brasileiro.

Além da participacdo em varios workshops e em uma sessdo principal a convite do
MAG (relacionadas abaixo), fui ao IGF com a missdo de coordenar uma série de
didlogos bilaterais para discutir com parceiros de varios setores e paises a realizagdo
do NetMundial +10.

Foram mais de 15 reunides com representantes de varias entidades e governos, que
resultaram num dialogo que mostrou apoio a iniciativa de realizacdo de um evento ad-
hoc Netmundial para discutir os rumos do debate internacional da governanca da
internet e do digital.

2. Encontros/workshops e paineis:

1) International Chamber of Commerce (ICC) and its Business Action to Support
the Information Society (ICC BASIS) participating as a speaker at the Day 0
event organised by ICC BASIS at IGF, entitled ‘’Aligning priorities for a
shared vision on digital policy’’, scheduled to take place on Sunday, 8
October 15:45 - 17:45 JST, in a hybrid format (online and in-person
participation), in Kyoto, Japan.

This industry-government roundtable will focus on the state of global digital policy,
taking stock of policy discussions and recommendations in key global fora
throughout 2023 including the G7, G20, and the Global Digital Compact (and
potentially other, regional policy fora), and discussing issues of mutual priority. In
particular, we are looking to explore three policy main areas of conversation,
including:

1) Connectivity and digitalisation for development
2) Data governance
3) Considerations on Al, and global Al governance

2) Bilateral meeting ICC Basis: Monday, 9 October at 10:00 JST or Tuesday,
10 October at 16:00 JST to discuss G20 and Netmundial+10

3) 8 de outubro — workshop: “Digital Commons for Digital
Sovereignty.” Organizado pelo CTS-FGV, Centro de Tecnologia e Sociedade
da FGV Direito Rio. A sessao debateu o papel dos bens comuns e infraestrutura
publicas digitais para alcancar a soberania digital.

4) Main Session about the Future of Digital Governance - 11th October, 2023,
from 15:45 to 17:15 Plenary Room. The debate was organized around the

questions:
a. What does the future of Digital Governance look like? What is the difference
between digital governance, Internet governance, and digital cooperation?
b. Is there a need to re-frame global digital governance, particularly internet
governance, in a context of digital cooperation?
C. What are the current interconnections between processes like the Global Digital

Compact, WSIS+20 review, and the Internet Governance Forum? How can each of
these spaces benefit from drawing expertise and experience from each other? How
does the work of other UN agencies (ITU, UNESCO, OHCHR) relate, and what is the
role and value of other vision statements like “Declaration for the Future of the
Internet” and “The Future We Want”?

d. What does ethical, participatory, transparent, accountable, inclusive, and human
rights-based global digital governance imply in a context in which future normative
frameworks for digital cooperation are being set?

e. What can possible changes in the future of global digital governance mean for
the IGF, its strengthening, evolution and role in the broader digital cooperation
ecosystem?

f. How do we ensure that the future of Global Digital Governance takes into
account different parts of the world's realities and does not leave anyone behind?

5) Fake or advert: between disinformation and digital marketing

Escopo do debate: Advertising dynamics have always played a structuring role in the
information environment, becoming even more relevant in the contemporary
intertwining of new online communication technologies and digital marketing. The
activity will address the intersection of disinformation, digital marketing, and
advertising, providing insights and guidelines on how to deal with these issues in an
increasingly connected environment.
